turn; ch 5; 1 shell; ch 2; 1 dc in 3rd ch of ch of 5; 
turn; ch 6; 1 shell; ch 5; 9 dc over ch of 5; to left; 
turn; ch 3; 1 dc above each of 9 dc;  
turn; ch 3; 10 dc; turn; ch 3; 10 dc;  
turn; 11 dc;  
turn; ch 3; 1 sc between the 1st and 2nd dc; repeat ch 3 and 1 sc 9 times; ch 
12; 1 sc over ch of 5 at top of bell; ch 5; 1 shell; ch 2; 1 dc in 3rd ch of 5; 
turn; ch 6; 1 shell;  
turn; ch 5; 1 shell; ch 2; 1 dc;  
turn; ch 6; 1 shell; repeat *from  after making 11 dc of 2nd bell ch 1; sl st to 
1st ch of ch of 12;

Abbreviations  
Chain (ch): Catch threads with hook, making a loop; draw thread through the loop; repeat. 
Slip stitch (sl st): Insert hook into work; draw through work and the loop on hook at same time. 
Single crochet (sc): Hook into work; draw threads through; thread over hook and through both 
loops. 
Double crochet (dc): Thread over hooik once ; cast off  2 loops twice. 
Short double crochet (sdc): Thread over hook once; cast off all 3 loops at once. 
Triple treble (tt): Thread over hook 3 times; cast off 2 loops 4 times. 
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
